4. All goods remain the property of the auctioneer until paid for in full.

5. When an agent bids on behalf of anyone, such agent will be personally liable for payment of the total amount due to the auctioneer and for delivery of the lot/s to the client.

6. Each lot shall be at the purchaser’s risk from the time of being advised to be the purchaser.
